SOCIAL-EMOTIONAL SUPPORT AND  
POSITIVE SCHOOL CULTURE

In response to a surge in student demand for mental 
health services, your generosity made it possible for 
the Mental and Emotional Education Team (MEET) 
Service Learning Fund to offer stipends to 11 students 

trained to provide peer resources and mental health support. 
The training included practical coping skills for manag-
ing stress, information about mental health resources, and 
ways to recognize crisis situations and get help.  

Your giving also funded training for staff and teachers 
at Berkeley Technology Academy and Berkeley Independent 
Studies in effective techniques using restorative justice. And 
it helped purchase yard signs celebrating graduating seniors 
during the school shutdown and T-shirts for participants 
in the Green Dot program, which trains juniors in a two-
year program aimed at reducing sexual harassment, dating 
violence, and bullying. The T-shirts allow the entire student 
body to identify “upstanders” who are available to help. 

EQUITY AND INCLUSION

Your gifts in 2019-20 supported an anti-racism 
professional grant that allowed Berkeley High 
to partner with the San Francisco Coalition of 
Essential Small Schools (SF-CESS) to engage 

teacher leaders and staff in deep and authentic con-
versations about the ways racial bias and stress affect 
students and help educators disrupt patterns of racial 
inequity in education.

The majority of the participants agreed that the 
training had a positive impact on how they supported 
students, and teachers appreciated the thought part-
nership in grappling with tough conversations about 
race. “We used professional development to shine 
a light on the ways in which distance learning is 
exacerbating the opportunity gap and how we can 
consciously and intentionally work against structural 
inequities,” reported project coordinators Tim Zolezzi 
and Karen Zapata.

Your donations also funded First Step Awards to 
help low-income seniors defray expenses as they make 
the transition to college; college application and test-
ing fee support; Jazz Band scholarships to help every 
junior and senior go on an educational, cultural, and 
performance trip to Cuba; and help for the Afro-Haitian 
dance program to pass the torch after the retirement of 
legendary teacher Mama Washington.  

TECHNOLOGY AND DISTANCE LEARNING SUPPORT

A fter the school’s closure, thousands of Berkeley High  
students were able to access district Chromebooks 
because of your generosity: more than 200 of these 
computers—serving more than 2,000 students—

were purchased over the past two years through donations.  
In 2019–2020, your gifts also funded $30,000 in new 
Chromebooks for math and world languages. The previ-
ous school year BHSDG worked with the district to develop 
a plan to increase access to Chromebooks at Berkeley High 
and continues to support Chromebook purchases and the 
Berkeley High Certified Teacher Program focusing on  
effective uses of education technology. 

A software and professional development grant aimed 
at boosting the quality and interactivity of teacher content 
during distance learning provided software, support, best 
practices, and a learning community for teachers. More 
than 60 teachers were trained in using Padlet, Edpuzzle, 
and other important elements of the distance learning 
framework. “BHSDG is an important partner for BHS’s 
technology needs, which have tended to be underfunded 
by the school district,” says Matt Albinson, computer sci-
ence teacher and edtech specialist. “In the time of distance 
learning, BHSDG has stepped up to provide crucial  
support when it is needed the most.”

The Berkeley High School Development 
Group (BHSDG) was created in 1991 by a 
group of parents concerned about cuts to 
school funding. With the support of donors 

and community members like you, BHSDG has 
grown to become a vital source of funding  
for Berkeley High School, Berkeley Technology 
Academy, and Berkeley Independent Studies  
(9-12). Your giving sustains programs that enrich 
the experience of every single student.

Donations made directly to BHSDG in 2019-20 
made up more than two-thirds of the organiza-
tion’s total revenue—$400,000—a 14% increase 
over 2018-19 giving. Expenditures for 2019-2020 
were 39% lower than the previous year largely  
due to the coronavirus pandemic and resulting 
school closure, which led to the cancellation of 
several grants and the cessation of new grants  
in the last quarter.

BHSDG also acts as the fiscal agent, at no  
cost, for donations made to specific learning  
communities, departments, and programs.  
The recipients determine how to spend these 
funds, which support a wide range of educational 
enrichment activities. Approximately $182,000 
of your contributions were earmarked for these 
donor-directed purposes. 

Fundraising and administrative expenses for 
the year were just 8% of total expenses. This 
means that 92 cents of every dollar you give  
goes directly to programs that support teachers 
and students. 

Cash available at the end of 2019-2020 was 
$575,000: $186,000 in funds earmarked for  
specific learning communities, departments, and 
programs, and $389,000 for grants approved by 
BHSDG. This balance has provided initial funding 
for the 2020-21 school year.
